YAAC Member Expectations:
· Serve a two-year term starting with the March 2026 annual meeting and April board meeting.
· Commit a total of 5-10 volunteer hours per month toward YAAC-related activities.  
· Conduct project work as directed by the Board and/or SFFCU staff.
· Attend monthly YAAC meetings (via Teams, approx. 30 minutes) to discuss project work.
· Attend monthly board meetings (via Teams, approx. 1.5 hours). Share project updates or relevant news articles; participate in the dialogue and provide perspective, as appropriate.
· Some travel may be required as 1-2 board meetings occur in person per year, depending on travel restrictions. Travel expenses are charged to SFFCU. 
· Complete an onboarding program to enhance knowledge of the credit union industry.
· Suggest improvements or ideas that enhance relevance, are attractive to the young-adult segment of the population and could benefit all members.
· Build relationships with the Board and SFFCU staff.
